
Goole is a relatively new town established in the early
1800’s. A Dutch engineer, Cornelius Vermuyden, redirected
the River Don, making the land where Goole stands
habitable. Goole was an import trade centre and once
rivalled Hull. It is the country’s largest and most inland port.

Today Goole has a busy town centre, with a number of
local and national retail outlets as well as banks, building
societies and a wide range of leisure and sports facilities,
including bars, restaurant bistros, including one in the
basement of Railway Buildings.

Local services include a district hospital, police and 
fire stations as well as doctors, dentists, health 
centres and
veterinary practices.

Goole has its own
College of Further
Education, schools
and a number of day nurseries.

The coasts and seaside resorts of Yorkshire and Lincolnshire
are a short drive away, as are the wolds.

For shoppers, Leeds city centre, Meadowhall and Doncaster
are also just a short drive away.

Railway Buildings was built in 1892 as the goods
office for the Yorkshire and Lancashire Railway. The
building had fallen into disrepair over a number of
years until the Julie Howard Partnership rescued it.
Since then it has been re-roofed, re-pointed, cleaned
and given a new lease of life, standing magnificently,
once again, on the corner of Stanhope Street and
Mariner Street.

In the basement is located a tastefully furnished
bistro/bar with a menu that would not be out of
place in Leeds or Manchester.

The three upper floors have been converted into 14
individually designed
luxury loft style apartments.
Because of the unique shape
of the building, no two
apartments are the same.

The ‘feel’ of this historic building has been deliberately
retained (high ceilings and tall windows allow for the
maximum infusion of light), but now benefit from
‘state of the art’ insulation, sound protection and full
central heating. For your safety there is a mains
controlled fire protection system operating throughout
the apartments and common areas. Emergency
lighting is provided in the hall, stairs and landings.
An apartment operated door entry system and cctv
recording in the entrances to the apartments all add
up to a thoroughly modern living space with a sense
of history.
